Francis Peters and his wife Kerry believed they
would not be able to conceive a child after Karry
was diagnosed with bowel cancer in 2006.
Kerry bravely fought the disease and went into
remission, but the prospects of being able to
conceive were remote.

Despite this Kerry became pregnant and carried
the baby successfully to term, and Freya was
born last year.

However, with the joy of the birth of Freya came
the devastating news that whilst performing

the planned caesarean birth, the surgeons had
discovered that the cancer had returned and was
widlespread in Kerry's body.

The family were faced with the heartbreaking news
that it was incurable. Kerry has since been under
the care of Weston Park Hospital, and Francis
wanted to do something to show the famiby's
gratitude to the hospital,

He said: “The care we have received at Weston
Park Hospital has been second to none and |
can't thank staff enough. Although there is nothing
they can do to cure Kerry, their level of expertise

is incredible and we are very lucky to have such
highly trained specialists on our doorstep.”

The 37-year-old has so far raised £7,600 from
undertaking a 10k run and the money will go to the
Cancer Research Centre in the hope that one day
a cure for cancer will be found, and to the small
grants scheme as it makes a difference to patients’
comfort.
